I. Call to Order & Welcome 
Bridget Querciagrossa opened the meeting at 6:30 PM.

II. Principal’s Report – Mike Duff
A. Happy New Year and thank you to the Guild members for all of their hard work getting the new school equipment and sound system in place.
B. The new playground duty aide started today.
C. We are still looking for a location to hold the 8th grade graduation.
D. Parents asked about how the school can have better communication between parents and teachers in the upper grades and if we could not have 5th graders mixed together with 8th graders.  Mr. Duff said he will look into this.
E. A parent asked why the kindergarten is eating lunch when they do.  Mr. Duff said it is due to the ½ day schedule.
F. A parent asked how long Fall Break will be next year.  Mr. Duff said that the district is staying with the current 2 day Fall Break.
G. A parent asked if class sizes will increase again next year.  Mr. Duff hopes not.
H. MTA will have school tours for new parents on the last three Tuesdays in January from 8-10.  There will be a power point presentation along with the tour.
I. The office will be open Saturday, February 4th to turn in applications for enrollment.
J. They will try to honor sibling requests for incoming Kindergarten students.
  
III. Treasurer’s Report – Jennie Kitz
A. Income
1. Book Fair budget will be back to zero when we get the money back from the book fair.
2. The Fall Mixer came in at a little over $22,500.
B. Expense
1. Book Room- We are ½ way to our goal of getting literature sets.  We purchased some at the book fair.
2. Capital improvements 
1.  We are spending the money we raised.  
2. The new playground equipment has been installed.  
3. The new sound system has just been completed and we are being trained on how to use it.
3. Merchant service fees are just under $800.  The fees are higher than expected and we may ask people to add on an additional dollar when they shop on-line to help with this expense.

IV. Old Business
A. Book Fair – Carol Rose – The book fair grossed $16,700 which will be $15,292 after tax.  The numbers were great due to on-line sales and one for books that raised almost $500 which counted towards sales.  Our library has $9,353 to spend on books and equipment as a result of the book fair.

3. Fresh and Easy – We get $1 for every $20 spent at Fresh and Easy.  We can turn in all receipts from Fresh and Easy dated Sept 15th through Dec 31st.  Jan 20th is the deadline to turn in receipts.

5. Safeway escrip will not have a Jan/Feb program this year.
