I. Call to Order & Welcome 
April Snider opened the meeting at 6:30 PM.

II. Principal’s Report – Mike Duff
A. We have received permission from the city to install a 15mph school zone.  The crosswalk has been painted yellow and once the lines are painted the signs will go up.
B. We have hired a new crossing guard.  We are still looking for one more.

A. Income
1. Contributions include money in excess of things paid for at the auction.  It includes $250 raised by the fall social committee.

1. Capital Improvements showing a down payment on improving the sound system in the music room.
